The sacred City of antiquity
The industrialized City of the 20th century
The City of contemporary sustainable development

Eleusis, a city with a population of 30.000 inhabitants and in a distance of 20 kim
from Athens, in known for its ancient and its contemporary industrial history.

In ancient times the city was for 2000 years (1600 BC — 400 AC) one of the five Sa-
cred Cities along with the Eleusinian Mysteries to attract pilgrims from all known world
of that time.

The name of the city became more famous due to the Tragic Poet Aeschylus.
Then 14 centuries followed that era in which Eleusis falls into anonymity.

In 1827, after the liberation of the Turkish occupation and the formation of the first
Greek Nation, Eleusis was a small city of 250 inhabitants with origins from Albania
(known as Arvanites).

In the decade of 1860 Eleusis starts to change with the construction new residences
along with the settlement of occasional merchants.

This slow pace of development has been accelerated with the construction of the
railway (1884) and the construction of the Isthmus Channel.

The decade of 1880 was crucial in which the industrial development begins.

The Factory of Soap Charilaou is established (1875), the Cement factory TITAN
(1902), the Liquor factory BOTRES (1906) and KRONOS (1922).

1914 Foundation of the “Insurance System for Sailors”.

During the 11th century BC citizens of Eleusis had transfer in the land of lonia (Asia
Minor) the adoration of Goddess Dimitra. In 1922 immigrants of Asia Minor after the
Turkish persecution arrive in Eleusis, and double its population.

1923 The first conversation in the City Council for the installation of Electric bulbs in
streets and squares.

1924 Installation of the Clock on the Hill of Antiquities.
1936 Establishment of the Military Airport

1943 The community of Eleusis becomes a Municipality.

In April 1941 the German Occupation bogins and the Airport is occupied buy Ger-
mans. tahans soldiers patrol in the aty. Since October 1941, deaths start from the
‘hangar disease”

During the German occupation (194 1-1945) a strong resistance has been developed
in the city, in the factones and in the military airport. The E.A.M. organization con-
ributed valuable assistance to the local population as well as to the armed partisans:
in clothing, in shoes, provisions, as well as with provision of informations about move-
ments of the enemy. In August 1942 in the area of Devrinochoria, the first partisan
group has been formulated. Its activity has been spread in whole Attica and Voioteia
districts.

After the 2nd World War workers from all over Greece came in the city to work in the
factories of our district.

However the industrial activity has been developed on an anarchical manner on the
top of antiquities and next to urban areas. Environmental pollution then became a
major issue.

In the 21st century, era of sustainable development, the archaeological history and
the recent industrial one shape the image of modern Greece.

Pollution due to the struggle of the citizens has been decreased. The Municipality of
Eleusis fights to acquire factories that are not anymore in operation, with the inten-
tion to host the contemporary industrial and technological history.

The city of Eleusis has already gain awards for its urban reconstruction and its per-
formance in ecology and recycling.

The "Achilians” to honor the poet Aeschylus, since 1975 is the top cultural event in
the city of Eleusis and is organized each September, at the same period that in An-
tiquity the Eleusinian Mysteries was taking place.

Trough the Vistoria Project our city had been named as Historical Landscape and
fights to be known within all Europe.
